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Why was CDBG created?  
Congress started the CDBG 
Program to help urban 
communities of various sizes solve 
social, economic, and 
environmental problems. 


 


Overcrowding, deteriorating 
building conditions, lack of public 
and private investment in housing 
and in related social services, and 
the improvement of low-income 
communities are a few of the 
practical issues that CDBG 
addresses at the local level. 


 


What is CDBG? 


CDBG stands for “Community                        


Development Block Grant.” 


The CDBG Program was first                    
established in 1974 by Congress                              
and administered by the U.S.  
Department of Housing and Urban 
Development. 


 


CDBG annually distributes Federal 
funds throughout the county.  
Manatee County first became 
eligible for CDBG grant money in 
2002. 
 


CDBG Needs Citizen 


Participation 


 Involvement of local citizens is 
critical for the CDBG Program 
to function to its fullest.  In fact, 
Federal regulations require 
citizen participation at various 
stages of the program. 
  


 Manatee County residents are 
encouraged to attend annual 
public meetings, designed to 
gather comments and sugges-
tions on the effectiveness of 
CDBG.  


 


 In particular, Manatee County 
would like to hear from 
residents who are associated 
with the program’s “primary 
objective,” which is to assist 
low and moderate income 
individuals and neighborhoods. 


  


 


 Rehabilitation & Preservation 
Includes public and

There are also a few ineligible 
activities: buildings used for 
general conduct of government, 
general govt. expenses, and 
political activities. 


Who Receives CDBG 


Funding?  


 The County itself uses CDBG 
money, and will allot funds to 
local nonprofit 
organizations, with few 
exceptions. 


 Through an application 
process, capable public and 
private nonprofit 
organizations are selected by 
County departments to

How do we receive Federal 


funding? 
 


Cities and counties must meet 


population-based eligibility require-


ments to receive Federal funding. 


 When Manatee’s countable 
population first exceeded 
200,000 (excluding the 
municipalities of Bradenton 
and Palmetto) in 2002, the 
County began receiving CDBG 
funds by entitlement. 


 On average, Manatee County 
is given a total grant of 
approximately $1.5 million 
every year. 
 
 


Specific Objectives of the Program 


 The CDBG Program has three 
National Objectives:   


 


1)  To benefit those with low or 
moderate incomes. 


2) To aid in the elimination of 
slum and blight. 


3) To meet a particularly urgent 


community need when 


existing conditions pose a 


serious threat to health or 


welfare. 
 At least 70% of the funds must be 


used for projects that meet the 
“primary objective” of benefiting 
low and moderate income 
persons.

14th Street West CRA Information 
 


Created in December 2002, the Community 
Redevelopment Plan (CRP) charts a course for 
community redevelopment in the 14th Street West CRA 
over the next 40 years. It is guided by community input 
and vision, supported by findings from data and 
analysis, is approved for implementation by the Manatee 
County Planning Commission, and has been adopted by 
the Manatee County Board of County Commissioners 
and the 14th Street Community Redevelopment Agency. 
 


A CRA is an independent taxing district set up by the County for the 
purpose of improving a specific geographic area, increasing the tax base 
and encouraging both public and private improvements. Under Florida 
law (Chapter 163, Part III), local governments are able to designate areas 
as Community Redevelopment Areas when certain conditions exist. Since 
all the monies used in financing CRA activities are locally generated, 
CRAs are not overseen by the state, but redevelopment plans must be 
consistent with local government comprehensive plans.  


What is a CRA? 


 


A CRA is a very useful tool for the County to use to make changes in an 
area of need. A CRA can have a great impact in attracting new private 
capital and new building projects to this specific geographical area. By 
creating a CRA, the County sends an important message to current 
property owners and residents, that it will invest both time and money in 
improving the 14th Street redevelopment area. 


Why Create a CRA? 


 


The Community Redevelopment Act allows for the creation of a Tax 
Increment Financing (TIF) district within a CRA. TIF is a funding source 
for redevelopment efforts that is based on annual increases in property tax 
revenues within the CRA districts.  


Special Funding Sources Associated with a CRA 


 
Any increase in total taxable property taxes collected between the base 
year (2002) and each year following is called “the increment.” The tax 
increment revenues can be used immediately, saved for a particular 
project, or can be bonded to maximize the funds available. Any funds 
received from a tax increment financing area must be used for specific 
redevelopment purposes within the targeted area, and not for general 
government purposes.

I. CRA Plan Goal: Mixed Use Centers  
 
Create a more urban, mixed use environment that clusters 
complementary uses together in a planned and coordinated 
fashion.

Seek opportunities to add appealing usable open spaces to the 
redevelopment district. 
 
V. CRA Plan Goal: Housing 
 
Review requirements for formation of a nonprofit Community 
Development Corporation (CDC) in order to obtain access to 
matching funds for redevelopment—grants, tax credits, etc,;
